Dear Student:

During your education here you will learn about tools, tool maintenance, and the jigs and
fixtures used by individual builders as well as some small custom guitar making companies.

We will provide you with all of the jigs, fixtures, and power equipment needed to build your
custom ‘project’ guitars here. We also provide many of the hand tools used in your guitar
building and repair projects.

In addition to the tools and equipment mentioned above we have identified a number of tools,
measuring devices, safety devices, and supplies you will need to purchase for your
enrolliment here. All of these items are necessary and will be the start of your future ‘tool
box’ that you will use as a repair tech and / or custom guitar builder, when you graduate from
R-V. These tools and items are listed on a separate sheet entitled “Tool List”.

The “Tool List” sheet consists of tools and other items that you have the choice of buying
from us or another supplier. We would encourage you to shop around and check prices.
Any tools you would like to purchase from us you should mark on this form and return
the form with a check payable to: Roberto-Venn School of Luthiery (for the total plus
sales tax). *Your orders will allow us to purchase tools prior to your arrival - so they will be
available for you during the first week of class. Any tools that you do not order from us we will
assume that you will be bringing on your own.

Also note that on the second page of the “Tool List” is a list of supplies and other items that
we do not stock in our inventory. You should purchase these items at a local hardware store,
tool supply store, hobby store, etc. If you have not purchased these items prior to your
arrival here, we will advise you of stores in the Phoenix area where you can pick these up
during the first week of class.
